Overview of the program 

The village of Gandhipura, Balotra, Barmer dist. in Rajasthan is one of those fluoride 

affected area. The amount of fluoride content found in the water in the village is quite high, 

due to which the villagers have been facing severe health issues like nausea, vomiting, 

abdominal pains, etc.  

After receiving a request from the residents of that village, Ramky Foundation conducted a 

baseline survey, and later installed an RO Water Plant in that village. This will lead to potable 

water supply to the villagers, significantly reducing the fluoride-related health problems that 

the villagers were facing otherwise.  

This RO Water Filter has been installed at a prime location in the village at Mehtab Devi 

Mishrimal Agarwal Govt. Senior Secondary School (MMAGSSS) and has a capacity of 1000 

litres per hour. The young students of this school as well as the entire community of the 

Gandhipura village will be provided with clean and hygienic drinking water. 

Moreover, 6 classrooms’ construction in MMAGSSS was implemented by Ramky 

Foundation in assn. with RE Sustainability Ltd. The classrooms were outnumbered by the 

strength of the students and the school was in a dire need to extend the number of classrooms 

in order to accommodate the students comfortably. Thus, the construction was carried out by 

the Foundation. 

These events were inaugurated by the local MLA, Mr. Madan Prajapat of Pachpadra, in the 

auspicious presence of Dr. Sujiv Nair (CHRO, RE Sustainability Ltd), Mr. Sivesh Chandra
