RATIONALE OF THE
PROGRAM

Andhra Pradesh State Level Police

Recruitment Board released a notification in

November 2022 for the  recruitment of Sub

Inspectors and Police Constables. On the

onset of the Notification, Ramky Foundation

has come forward with this humongous task

of providing Free Police Training for aspiring

and eligible youth from across the two

Telugu States.

Though the Profession of Law Enforcement

is noble and is given high regards, most of

the eligible and passionate aspirants find it

challenging to get into the job due to

various constraints such as lack of financial

capacities, on time guidance, experts

mentoring and other facilities. Keeping in

view all these constraints and the

potentiality of youth in the state, the

Foundation collaborated with the Industry

Experts, Subject Matter Experts and

designed an Online and Offline  Police

Training Course for the Aspirants. 

The program is designed in Three Phases.

- I which includes Call for Applications,

Planning and Conducting Exams, Number

of Candidates selected and other delails.
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CALL FOR
APPLICATIONS

Applications were invited from  across
the two Telugu states to all eligible
candidates for the AP State
Recruitments. Press Notice was
released in all the prominent
newspapers. Reach out was made
using all the Social Media platforms
including Facebook, LinkedIn etc. 

Aspirants were encouraged to apply
for both online and offline training
programs. The program was designed
to provide Residential Coaching for
300 selected Candidates and 500 Merit
Qualified candidates in both English
and Telugu Mediums. The Notification
provided the details of the Intensive
Training program including all the
facilities which would be provided.   

In order to ensure that no eligible
candidates miss this opportunity, Exam
Centers were spread across different
districts of Andhra Pradesh and in
Hyderabad. Teasers were also posted
prior to closing date of applications to
keep encouraging the candidates

A total of 4100 applications were received from the aspirants. A thorough scrutiny was
made to filter the applications and select eligible candidates for the Examination. 

Once the candidates were selected, a communication channel was created to give
regular and timely updates through Social Media and Chat Applications such as
Telegram etc. A system was set in place to allot the students to their preferred exam
centers and to issue hall tickets for the exam. 

Arrangements were made across the 13 Locations keeping in view the total number of
candidates appearing for the exam. Centers were handpicked to ensure easy
accessibility, accommodating space and other basic amenities. 

Ramky Foundation took utmost care from preparing Question Paper to conducting
exams in all 9 centers at the same time. They also overcame challenges by
rescheduling the exams instead of cancelling them when faced with unexpected
natural calamities in Costal Districts. The Foundation took it as an opportunity to invite
more applications and conducted the exam in 4 centers in second batch.

SELECTION OF
ELIGIBLE CANDIDATES

Selection of candidates
was made as per
Government Norms

A total of 4100 candidates applied for

both the Training in two phases. From the

candidates who applied 82% were boys

and 18% were girls. Of the candidates

who attended the exams, 84% were boys

and 16% were girls.

The selection of the candidates was

made on merit basis and were given

three level cut off marks to ensure that

candidates above 75 cut off are selected.

The meritorious candidates were

selected for Offline Coaching and the rest

were selected for Online Program. 

Out of the selected candidates 283 are

attending offline course at a well

facilitated Training center in Guntur of

which 19% are Girls and 81% are Boys.

Similarly out of 666 candidates selected

for Online coaching, 15% are Girls and

85% are Boys.
