In 2022, she joined their basic tailoring course, leveraging
her existing sewing machine and basic stitching knowledge. This program not
only enhanced her technical skills but also opened doors to new possibilities.

Encouraged by her progress and her
instructor’s guidance, Sandhya pursued
an advanced stitching course, where
she mastered precision and creativity.
She began designing outfits for her
family and soon started taking small
tailoring orders from her community.
Her efforts bore fruit when she stitched
30 blouses in May 2024, earning INR
9,000 and saving INR 3,000 by making
her own clothes. Today, Sandhya earns
INR 10,000 to INR 15,000 monthly by
tailoring dresses, uniforms, and blouses. 

With careful planning, she saves INR
3,000 every month after managing
household expenses. More than
financial stability, this journey has
empowered Sandhya with confidence
and ambition. Grateful for the
sponsorship of Re sustainability and
the effective implementation of the
program, she dreams of establishing
her home-based tailoring business,
transforming her passion into a
sustainable livelihood while inspiring
other women in her community.
